Camp Description:
Located at Willistown Township’s Sugartown Exploration Garden in the
village of Historic Sugartown, the week-long Wonderful World Summer
Camps will be held from June through August for children ages 5-7 and
8-11. Campers in each age group can elect to attend one or two
weeks of camp. Camps will run from 9 AM until 2 PM. Children will
take home the wonder of nature from garden-based
activities and hands-on experiences that include a
heavy dose of fun and whimsy.

Gardening and garden experiments, nature observation,
yoga and movement, free play, creative healthy snacking,
music, writing, art and nature crafts will deepen the
children’s connection to the outdoor world and themselves.
Insect, plant, and Native American themes are creatively
woven throughout the camp curriculum. Children will bring
home tasty treats from the garden as well as the “fruits” of
their creativity and inspiration. Sign your children up now
to ensure that you can give them the gift of this unique
summer experience.
